On the 14th of May 2025, Saint Joseph Convent School had the
honor of hosting a vital and eye-opening seminar on Active
Shooter Response for all our teaching staff. This crucial training
was led by Police Captain Nonthanan Chinthongprasert and his
expert team from the Thai Foreign Affairs Central Investigation
Bureau, who brought with them a wealth of knowledge,
experience, and passion for community safety.

Held in the school’s auditorium, the session began with a vital
reminder of the increasing need for preparedness in the face of
unpredictable threats. While we always hope such situations never
arise, the reality is that being prepared can mean the difference
between chaos and control—between fear and action.

Captain Nonthanan and his team guided the seminar with both
professionalism and empathy. They began by explaining the
psychological and tactical dynamics of active shooter incidents,
helping teachers understand the mindset of potential attackers
and the typical patterns such events follow. Through case studies
and real-world examples, they emphasized the importance of
staying calm, assessing the situation quickly, and responding with
purpose.

One of the most impactful parts of the seminar was the practical
guidance offered on the internationally recognized “Run, Hide,
Fight” protocol. Teachers were taught how to quickly decide
whether to evacuate, secure themselves and their students in
locked-down classrooms, or—only as a last resort—incapacitate
the attacker to protect lives. The training also included
demonstrations of safe barricading techniques, how to
communicate clearly with emergency services, and how to
administer basic first aid such as using a tourniquet during crisis
situations.




Beyond theory, the team engaged our staff in
interactive  role-play  scenarios that simulated
potential emergencies. This hands-on element was
both intense and enlightening, giving everyone a
chance to apply what they had learned under
pressure. Many teachers commented afterward on
how empowering it was to physically rehearse the
steps they might need to take to protect students. As
educators, not only do we have the responsibility to
impart knowledge and moral values to our students,
but we also have to keep them safe in any kind of
emergency situation.

What truly stood out was the compassion and care
with which Captain Nonthanan and his officers
approached the subject. They acknowledged the
emotional weight of such training and offered
reassuring guidance on how to mentally and
emotionally prepare, not just on physical response.

The seminar concluded with a heartfelt Q& A session,
where our staff asked thoughtful and important
questions about how to translate what they had
learned into actionable steps in our own classrooms
and campus layout. The officers provided extremely
useful advice, making the training directly relevant to
our school environment.

We are deeply grateful to Captain Nonthanan
Chinthongprasert and his team for dedicating their
time and expertise to our school Their contribution
has significantly strengthened our sense of readiness
and responsibility.

More importantly, they reminded us that awareness,
training, and unity are the keys to ensuring the
safety and well-being of every student and teacher
on campus.

Saint Joseph Convent School remains committed to
ongoing safety education and preparedness. This
seminar was not just an exercise—it was a powerful
step toward creating a safer, more resilient school
community.

Last but not least, on behalf of all our teachers, I
would like to extend our immense gratitude to our
esteemed School Director Sister Atchara Supavai for
her unwavering support and exceptional leadership,
for prioritizing our well-being and fostering a secure
and resilient learning environment and for making the
Active Shooter Response Training possible on our
school premises.
