For the semester two PBL, the students undertook a PBL project
that reflected the school's philosophy of pursuing charitable
endeavours. The students were tasked with innovating,
designing and creating products that would help the elderly
around the home and to display them we built a house!

During this PBL the students worked in slightly bigger groups
with approximately 10 students per team. This meant that each
member was able to take on a different role, from a researcher,
and Social Media Manager, to an advertising designer, product
builder and presentation copywriter.

Grade 7 students were assigned the kitchen and they
created some truly excellent designs. From products such
as a tea tipper, to assist when pouring water from a heavy
kettle to a modified walking frame and a soy yoghurt
aimed at maintaining high brain function, the students
worked hard to make a safe and functional kitchen
environment.

Grade 8 students designed items for the living room.
These varied from exercise machines to modified
wheelchairs, through to back scratchers and a cooling
pillow. The products they created were designed to
make life comfortable for the elderly but also to keep
them moving and work on their mobility.
